Job Description

The Foodbank of Southeastern Virginia and the Eastern Shore is looking for a Warehouse Assistant | for the Freezer/chill.
This position requires physical labor, loading, unloading and organization. The Warehouse Assistant provides numerous
services and labor for successful non shelf stable food distribution and other necessary duties for Warehouse operations.
All necessary protective clothing needed to work within the sub-zero environment will be provided onsite by the Foodbank.

As directed by the Logistics & Facilities Manager, the Warehouse Assistant will support all chill and freezer operations.
Warehouse Assistant maintains the freezer area in a manner that ensures compliance with external regulatory bodies,
including, but not limited to, Feeding America and OSHA regulations, and assures integrity and accountability of inventory.
Monitors and checks own work, to meet quality standards; demonstrates a high level of care and thoroughness; checks
work to ensure completeness and accuracy.

The ideal candidate will present a positive image of self and the organization; have two or more years of stocking
experience/maintaining freezer or chill, or related experience.

Work Hours/Shift: Monday-Friday; full-time, non-exempt; some weekend and evening work required.
Essential Education: High school diploma or general education degree (GED)

Requirements:

e Ability to read and interpret documents such as pick tickets, safety rules, operating and maintenance instructions and
procedure manuals.

e  Ability to maintain all paperwork and records assigned to this position.

e Ability to add, subtract, multiply and divide in all units of measure, using whole numbers, common fractions and
decimals.

e  Ability to write routine reports.

e  Ability to load and off load in chill or freezer conditions.

e Lift Truck certification [will be acquired after hire].

e Food Handler's/Manager’s Certificate [will be acquired after hire].

e Valid Virginia Commercial Driver’s License [B Classification] with no negative points.
e  Lift Truck certification training. [Recertification by Foodbank will be provided].

e  Food Safety Training will be required after hire.

e Distance vision (clear vision at 20 feet or more); peripheral vision, depth perception and ability to adjust focus when
operating equipment.

e The employee frequently is required to stand and or walk for extended periods of time.

e The employee must be able to climb or balance.

e The employee is occasionally required to stoop, kneel, crouch, or crawl.
